Voter Roll Rumor Mill

X

Rumor: Non-citizens are allowed to register to vote and participate in elections.

+ Reality: Non-citizens are not allowed to register to vote, and state law only allows
qualified Alabama citizens to vote.

Rumor: You are able to register to vote and vote in multiple places in Alabama.

Reality: No. Alabama has a centralized voter registration database, where all voter records
are maintained. If a voter registers or updates their registration, their voter record is
updated. Regular maintenance is performed to ensure duplicate voter records do not exist.

Rumor: Dead voters remain on the voter rolls.
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Reality: Alabama utilizes records from Alabama Department of Public Health, the Social
Security Death Index and reports from other states and jurisdictions to remove voters that
have been deceased in a timely manner. Deceased voters are not left on the voter rolls.




Voter Roll Rumor Mill

Y Rumor: Alabama removes voters that do not deserve to be removed from the voter
rolls.

v Reality: Alabama follows the National Voter Registration Act (NVRA) and other applicable
federal and state laws to only remove voters from the voting rolls who

are no longer qualified to vote in Alabama or under specific, legal circumstances,
and at specific times afforded by state and federal law.

Rumor: Someone may register to vote in my name.

X

v Reality: When a person registers to vote, they must provide identifying
information like date of birth, address, driver’s license number and/or the last 4
digits of their social security number. These identifiers are utilized in confirming
the registrant’s identity. The person signs the voter registration application under penalty
of perjury.

Absentee & Election Day Rumor Mill

¥ || Rumor: Persons can vote on behalf of someone else on Election Day or by voting absentee in the
mail for the other person.

" | | Reality: Voters must show valid photo identification in order to vote, no matter the manner in
which they vote. If you vote absentee by mail, you must submit a copy of your valid photo ID

with the absentee ballot application.

¥ | | Rumor: Persons can receive and return ballots on behalf of one or more voters.

« | | Reality: By law, no person can receive or return a ballot on behalf of someone else. The only
exception to this law is medical emergency absentee voting within the 5 days before the election.

X Rumor: Absentee ballots are not counted unless a race is close.

v Reality: All absentee ballots are processed for counting if the proper documentation is provided by

the voter, regardless of the outcome of the election. Voters may visit alabamavotes.gov to check
the status of their absentee application and ballot.

Absentee Ballot Applications

Security:
Absentee Ballot Request Application Process:

1. Must Have a Reason to Vote Absentee:

* Expect to be out of county or state on election day

* Physically incapacitated and unable to vote in person on election day

* Working a 10+ hour shift during polling hours

* Student at an educational institution located outside of the county of residence

* Member or spouse of member of the Armed Forces of U.S. or U.S. citizen residing overseas

* Appointed as an election officer at a polling place other than the voter’s assigned polling place

* Permanent Disability — requires doctors verification

* Caregiver of family member to the 2" degree of kinship that is confined to home

* Incarcerated in prison or jail and have not been convicted of disqualifying felony

* Emergency within 5 Days of Election (Medical or Work-Related) — requires verification
Note: Verification required for medical, permanent disability and absentee. AEMs can
request more information regarding absentee reason.

2. Valid Photo ID is required

3. Address is verified




Absentee Balloting

Access:
* Absentee Ballots can be returned 3 ways:
1. In-Person
2. By-mail, or
3. Commercial carrier
* In elections where one or more federal offices are on the ballot, UOCAVA
Voters can return their absentee ballots 2 ways:
1. By-mail
2. Electronically (if voter is overseas)
 UOCAVA Voters have an extended deadline to return ballots, 7 days after
election day with postmark of election day
* No remote notarization allowed




Absentee Balloting

Security:

Poll Watchers, Legal Observers allowed to witness process for entire absentee balloting
period

In-person returned ballots must be hand-delivered by voter and require the voter’s
signature

In-person voted ballots are witnessed on-site

Mail-returned ballots require the voter’s signature along with the signatures of two
witnesses or notarization

Voters who did not supply a photo ID with their application within eight days before the
election were sent Provisional Ballots, and were required to submit their ID to the
registrars office by Friday after the election for their ballot to be counted.

Electronic UOCAVA Ballots are returned on a secured server

All ballots are counted on Election Day, using the same strict guidelines as for the polling
process

No curbside voting allowed

No drop boxes allowed




Absentee Voter Fraud Penalties

The penalty for changing or falsifying an absentee ballot is a Class C felony. § 17-17-24.
Any person who knowingly and willfully prepares or assists in preparing an absentee
ballot for people who are comatose or who cannot communicate their voting preference
is guilty of a Class C felony. § 17-17-26. The failure by an election official to count a
legal vote is a Class C felony. § 17-17-27.

Act 2021-448 prohibits any voter in this state from voting more than once, or
attempting to vote more than once, in any election held in this state, or who votes in
both this state and another state or territory in the same or equivalent election. The Act
also prohibits any voter from attempting to vote when they have knowledge that they
are not entitled to vote, or to commit any kind of unlawful or fraudulent voting.

Election Day & Post-Election Day Rumor Mill

'Rumor: Voting machines are connected to the internet and can communicate/be communicated
with via modem and/or cellular technology.

Reality: Alabama’s elections are secure and transparent. Our voting machines are not connected to
‘any network, including cellular networks. Our voting machines do not have wireless chips, or any

other piece of hardware to communicate or be communicated with. Our voting machines do not
possess modem technology and cannot communicate or be communicated with by other devices.

Rumor: The voting tabulator was down and it did not scan my ballot. The poll workers made me
put into an emergency bin in the tabulator. My vote won’t count.

| Reality: In the case that a voting tabulator is temporarily down, the polling official is provided strict
protocols to follow. The voter will insert the ballot into a locked emergency ballot bin inside of the
‘tabulator. Once the tabulator is fixed, the ballots in the emergency ballot bin are fed into the
'tabulator as any other ballot. All ballots are processed no matter what.




Election Day & Post-Election Day Rumor Mill

Rumor: | was required to vote provisional because my voter information was
outdated. Everyone knows provisional ballots are not counted unless the race is close.

v Reality: All provisional ballots are reviewed to be counted if they meet the standard,
regardless of the outcome of the election.

Rumor: Non-Alabamians are being bussed in to vote on Election Day.

Reality: A person must be an Alabama resident and must be registered to vote at least
15 days prior to an election in order to vote on Election Day. Voters must provide a

valid photo ID in order to vote on Election Day.

* Boards of Registrars open to assist with voter registration issues as they arise and to
create photo voter IDs if needed

e Provisional Balloting

* County Election Officials on call to provide support as needed to voters and Poll
Workers

* Voter Guide and Poll Worker Guides always available online for public consumption

* Secretary of State Staff available from 7 am until all counties have finished counting
ballots and have reported the same back to the state on election night

* Increased Accessibility for Disabled and Senior Voters: A polling official may allow a
voter who is physically disabled or over the age of 70 to move to the front of the line at
a polling place upon request of the voter. [§ 17-9-13(e)]
