AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE (1)

Proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of Alabama of 1901,
providing for certain religious rights and
liberties; authorizing the display of the
Ten Commandments on state property
and property owned or administrated by a
public school or public body; and
prohibiting the expenditure of public funds
in defense of the constitutionality of this
amendment. (Proposed by Act 2018-389)

Proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of Alabama of 1901, as
amended; to declare and otherwise affirm
that it is the public policy of this state to
recognize and support the sanctity of
unborn life and the rights of unborn
children, most importantly the right to life
in all manners and measures appropriate
and lawful; and to provide that the
constitution of this state does not protect
the right to abortion or require the funding
of abortion.

2018, to remove the State Superintendent
of Education from membership, and to
delete the requirement that members
vacate office at the annual meeting of the
board following their seventieth birthday.
